The proposed ADB-funded program (the Investment Program) will cover about 290 km roads in Zhambyl Oblast. Multitranche Financing Facility (MFF) with 2 tranches will be applied. The first tranche 1 project (Project 1) will commence in 2009 with the subsequent tranche to follow as it is ready.  

Project Management Consultant’s (PMC) Services will cover activities for the Project 1 and for the Project 2.   As a part of the activities, PMC will assist Project Director in overall project Management, Procurement and Project Preparation activities (for detailed scope of work, please refer to the attached Outline Terms of Reference).  PMC activities will also include assistance in procurement, overall coordination and management of inputs of Construction Supervision Consultants and Road Operations and Maintenance Component Consultants (to be hired under separate consulting services contracts).  
Project 1 refers to the scope included in the first tranche of the MFF.  Project 1 will have two major components: (i) road development component and (ii) road operation and maintenance component.

Road Development Component. PMC activities will include assistance to the Project Director in management of activities of Construction Supervision Consultant and performing overall project administration/management for civil works (roads and bridges) on the following sections between Taraz and Korday in Zhambyl Oblast : 
(i) Road Section between Km 404 and 483 (79 km).  This construction is to meet four-lane international design standard within the existing right-of-way.  .

(ii) Road Section between Km 210 and 260 (50 km).  This reconstruction is to meet two-lane international design within the existing right-of-way. 

Road Operations and Maintenance Component.  PMC activities will include assistance in  procurement of consultants and performing overall project administration/management for the following two subcomponents:

a. Development of Intelligent Transport System (ITS). Application of ITS aiming to improve road safety, and reduce travel time and delay;
b. Improvement of Road Maintenance System. This subcomponent will review road maintenance system in Kazakhstan.  
Project 2 scope will comprise mainly of Road Development Component. 

Expressions of interest should comprise: (i) Eligibility; (ii) Management Competence; and (iii) Technical Qualifications, including the firm’s experience in similar projects and in the region (completed/ongoing 6 relevant projects).
