This Invitation for Bids follows the Advance Contracting Notice for this project that was posted in ADB’s Business Opportunities on 20 May 2010.

The Republic of Kazakhstan has applied for a loan from the Asian Development Bank (ADB) towards the cost of CAREC Transport Corridor I (Taraz-Korday Road Section in Zhambyl Oblast) Investment Program, Project 3. Part of this loan will be used for payments under the contracts above. Bidding is open to bidders from eligible source countries of the ADB. Lot 1 contract will be financed by the Japan International Cooperation Agency while Lots 2 and 3 contracts will be financed by ADB. The eligibility rules and procedures of the ADB will govern the bidding process.

The Committee for Roads of the Ministry of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Kazakhstan (“the Employer”) invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for the construction and completion of the following civil works: 

(i) Lot 1: Upgrading the existing 5.2-km two-lane Kulan bypass road between Km 383 and Km 404 in Zhambyl oblast to a four-lane road, and constructing new 14.8-km four-lane bypass road to be connected to the Kulan bypass. 

(ii) Lot 2: Constructing new 80-km two-lane road section between Km 162 and Km 260 in Zhambyl oblast on a road bed for four lanes.
(iii) Lot 3: Rehabilitating existing 13-km two-lane approach road to the border of the Kyrgyz Republic, and constructing 5-km of this bypass road.

The duration of each contract will be approximately 2 years.

International Competitive Bidding (ICB) will be conducted following ADB’s Single-Stage One-Envelope bidding procedure with post qualification. Bidders may submit bids on any one lot, a combination of lots or all lots. Bidders are allowed to offer discounts, provided that the discount is (i) offered for each lot separately, and (ii) indicated in the Letter of Bid and announced at bid opening.

Eligible bidders, either as a single entity or in joint venture, must meet the following criteria on a pass/fail basis:

(i) Pending Litigation: All pending litigation shall be treated as resolved against the Bidder and so shall in total not represent more than 50% percent of the Bidder’s net worth.

(ii) Financial Situation: Positive net worth; annual average construction turnover of not less than US$48.0 million for Lot 1, US$117.8 million for Lot 2 and US$9.0 million for Lot 3 during the last three years; should meet cash-flow requirement of US$8.0 million for Lot 1, US$19.6 million for Lot 2 and US$1.8 million for Lot 3, and the overall cash flow requirements for this contract and its current works commitment.

(iii) Experience: 
(a) Experience under construction contracts in the role of contractor, subcontractor, or management contractor for at least the last ten (10) years; 
(b)  Participation as contractor, management contractor, or subcontractor, in at least three (3) contracts similar to the proposed works within the last ten (10) years, each with a value of at least US$53.4 million for Lot 1, US$130.8 million for Lot 2, and US$10.0 million for Lot 3, that have been successfully or are substantially completed, and 
(c)  Construction experience in the following key activities:
