Brief Description of the Project:
In November 2008, ADB approved the Investment Program to improve the 470-km highway sections in Zhambyl Oblast, through the multitranche financing facility in three tranches. The first two tranches are under implementation. 

Tranche 3 will reconstruct 117.7 km of the road section km 383–404, road section km 162–260, and road section approaching Kyrgyzstan border. ADB will approve Tranche 3 for $173 million in June 2010. The Project will be implemented until December 2012.
